From the 1st to the 4th of January much cold, squally weather, with snow blockades general in the

Northwest. From the 5th to the 9th of the month, very cold in upper Missouri and Mississippi river val-
leys; blizzards over Rocky Mountain highland and the Middle West; snow squalls in New York and New
England. From the 10th to the 1.5th of the month, generally open, clear weather in the Northwest and
Upper I>ake region; slush and mud general in States of the central and lower Mississippi valley basin; fair
and frosty conditions in Middle Atlantic and New England States. From the 16th to the 20th of the
month, unsettled and stormy on Pacific Slope, the Rocky Mountain highland and States west of the Missis-
sippi river; strong gales and unusually stormy conditions over the Great Lakes and Atlantic Coast waters.
From the 21st to the 25th of the month, cold over all Northern and Northwest portions; fair in West and
Southwest sections; cold and blustery in Middle Atlantic States. From the 26th to the 31st of the month,
fair and frosty in the Northwest; stormy and unsettled in the Southwest and over West Gulf States; foggy
and damp over Lake region and New England States; rain on South Atlantic Slope.

THE LARGEST DIAMOND.
The largest diamond ever discovered was

taken out of the Premier Mine at Johannes-

burg in January, 1905. It weighed 3,032

carats in the rough, or about a pound and

a half. Its value was roughly estimated

at $4,000,000.

GREAT MINE DISASTER.
At 7 o'clock on the morning of Saturday,

March 10, 1906, an explosion of gas oc-

curred in a coal mine at Courriere, near

Calais, France, just after 1,800 men had

descended the shaft to go to work. Many
of them were instantly killed and others

died from wounds or were suffocated.

Heroic efforts at rescue were made and a

number of men lost their lives while at-

tempting to bring the few survivors to the

surface. The total number of victims was

1,060.

RECORD-BREAKING WALK.
Edward Payson Weston walked from the

city hall in Philadelphia to the city hall in

New York May 23, 1906, in 23:26:00,

breaking his own record of 23 : 49 : 00 made
in 1863. The distance by the road he took

is 96 miles. Mr. Weston was 68 years old.

STATES WITH DEATH PENALTY.
Capital punishment prevails in all of the

states and territories of the Union except

Michigan, Wisconsin, Rhode Island and

Maine. It was abolished in Iowa in 1872

and restored in 1878. It was also abolished

in Colorado, but was restored in 1901. In

New York and Ohio execution is by elec-

tricity.

DESTRUCTIVE EARTHQUAKES.
Saturday afternoon, March 17, 1906, two

earthquake shocks of great severity oc-

curred on the island of Formosa. Investiga-

tion by the Japanese authorities showed

that 1,238 persons were killed, 872 severely

injured and 1,457 slightly injured; total

killed and injured, 3,567.

WEATHER FORECAST FOR FEBRUARY, 1909.

From the 1st to the 3d of February, mild, open weather for the season in Southwest and Central sec-
tions; cold and frosty in Northwest, the Lake region and States of the Ohio river valley; damp and cool in

south Atlantic and east Gulf States. From the 4th to the 8th of the month, thunder storms in Texas,
Arkansas and Oklahoma; snows and blockades in the Rocky Mountain regions of Idaho, Montana, Wyoming
and Colorado; stiff gales along Gulf and south Atlantic coasts. From the 9th to the 13th of the month, cold
at most points West and Southwest; blizzards over States of the Missouri river valley, with snow and
sleet as far south as Texas, Arkansas, Tennessee and northern Georgia. From the 14th to the 18th of the
month, rising temperature in Western, Central and Eastern sections; much slush and mud in Western,
Southern and Eastern portions. From the 19th to the 23d of the month, sleet and rain at most points over
Northern, Western and Central States; damp and foggy over Gulf and south Atlantic States; heavy rainfall
in New England States. From the 24th to the 28th of the month, piercing cold winds from the Northwest
as far south as Texas and Georgia.

THE MANAGEMENT OF POULTRY.

1. Good dry houses, well ventilated, but

void of drafts. 2. Keep your hen-houses

clean and the floor covered with ashes. 3.

Whitewash inside monthly from March 1

to October 1. 4. Feed regularly, but never

over-feed; cease feeding when the fowls

cease to run for it. 5. Scatter the food on

the ground when the weather will permit.

6. Feed mixed grain, or alternate, as corn

one day, oats next, wheat next, etc. 7. Al-

low adult fowls freedom as early in the

morning as they desire. 8. Keep hens with

chicks in small coops (well covered and

dry) until the chicks are three weeks old.

9. Feed chicks morning, noon and afternoon.

10. Mix ground, black pepper with the

morning food. 11. Grease the hens well

under the wings, breast and fluff feathers,

as soon as the chicks are taken off, with

ointment made of lard and carbolic acid;

1 tablespoonful of lard to 10 drops of acid.

Allow from

fen to twenty hours to settle. This will

render the water perfectly clear and pure,

regardless of its former condition.

THE GREAT CLOCK AT ROUEN.
The ancient city of Rouen, France, owns

the very earliest specimen of the larger

varieties of the ancient clock maker's tri-

umphs. It was made by Jehan de Felains

and was finished and set going in Septem-

ber, 1389. So perfect 'in construction is

this ancient time recording machine that,

although it has been regularly striking the

hours, halves and quarters for centuries, it

is still used as a regulator. The case of

this early horological oddity is six feet eight

inches in height by five feet broad. For

325 years it continued to run without a

pendulum, being provided with what the

old time clock makers called a "foliot."

TO DRY WET SHOES.
Wet boots and shoes can be dried with-

out the stiffness and discomfort which usu-

ally follow, by filling them to the top with

common oats and letting them stand for a

few hours. The oats absorb all the mois-

ture and leave the boots as pliable as before

their wetting. The same oats can be used

over and over.

CARE OF PIANO KEYS.

Gilt picture frames may be freshened and

brightened by washing them with a soft

brush dipped in the following mixture : Put

enough flour of sulphur into a pint of water

to give it a yellow tinge, add two onions

cut into pieces, and let them boil ; strain

into a dish, and when the liquid becomes

cold it is ready for use.

NEEDLE THREADING MACHINE.
A machine which threads a thousand

needles a minute is at work in a Swiss fac-

tory.

FACTS OF MUCH VALUE.
All flannels should be soaked before they

are made up, first in cold, then in hot water,

in order to shrink them.

Glass should be washed in cold water,

which gives it a brighter and clearer look

than when cleaned with warm water.

All linen, cotton, muslins, etc., when
dipped in a solution of tungstate of soda

or common alum will become incombustible.

To take ink out of boards.—Strong muri-

atic acid, or spirits of salts, applied with a

piece of cloth ; afterwards well washed with

water.

Silver and plated ware should be washed

with a sponge and warm soap suds every

day after using and wiped dry with a clean

soft towel.

To take ink stains out of a colored table

cover. — Dissolve a teaspoonful of oxalic

acid in a teacup of hot water ; rub the

stained part well with the solution.

Mildewed linen may be restored by

soaping the spots while wet, covering them

with fine chalk scraped to powder, and rub-

bing it well in.

Beat a carpet on the wrong side first

and then more gently on the right side.

Beware of using sticks with sharp points,

which may tear the carpets.

To make silk which has been wrinkled

and "tumbled" appear exactly like new,

sponge it on the surface with a weak solu-

tion of gum arabic or white glue, and iron

it on the wrong side.

To wash calico without fading.—Infuse

three gills of salt in four quarts of water

;

put the calico in while hot and leave it till

cold, and in this way the colors are rendered

permanent and will not fade

To remove stains from a mattress.—Make
a thick paste by wetting starch with cold

water. Spread this over the stain, first

placing mattress in the sun. Rub off in a

couple of hours, and if the ticking is not

perfectly clean, repeat the process.

In another pan melt the

spermaceti, add the asphalt varnish, pre-

viously mixed with the oil of turpentine,

stir well and add to the wax. Lastly add

the color, previously rubbed smooth with

a little of the mass.
